Your motion requires a “second” and a majority vote to pass. After passage, go to step 2.

2) Circulate the attached petition for members to sign ASAP.  Make sure each signer includes their address and phone number – legislators require clear identification of their constituents (print as many of this doc’s 3rd page as needed). Do it now at the meeting!
3) Copy and mail all pages to your legislators. Make 2 copies of the cover letter (if you wish, edit the cover letter to be directly from your Exec. Board and to each legislator by name) and each signature page - mail the original to your Senator and a copy each to your two Representatives; your Secretary may file with the Minutes a blank w/o signatures.
